Use a socket wrench with a T55 Torx bit

to remove the two (2) torx bolts on the top
of the bumper on each side, four (4) bolts
altogether. Then use a 15mm socket to
remove the sway bar bolt that is closest to
the front of the bumper on each side. When
these are removed, use an 18mm socket to
remove the bolt underneath the bumper on
each side. Set these bolts aside to be used
to install the HighRock 4x4™ Front Bumper.

Place the winch on top of the
plate and use the hardware provided with the winch
to secure it to the bumper.

Install a Hex Bolt and a Washer
in each end of the Rod to secure it to the flanges.
