For a smooth fit:
It is normal for the fabric to contract and wrinkle when
stored in the shipping carton. Within a few days after the
installation, the fabric will relax and the wrinkles will
disappear.
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Step One
WINDSHIELD ADJUSTMENT

Measure and record the distance from the top inside edge of the
windshield to the top outer edge of the vehicle body. Take the
measurement from approximately six inches inside the vehicle’s
doors. Check to make sure that both sides measure equally. To
install this top properly, this measurement must be 81".

Adjust your windshield by loosening the Windshield Clamps and
adjusting the brackets. You may then lean the windshield forward
or back as necessary. Use a shim to fix the windshield in place if
it remains loose after you tighten the screws.

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Step Two
INSTALL PADDLE HANDLES

Locate the pre-cut "X" in the lower door panel where the Paddle Handle will fit into the mounting plate on the door frame. Fold the pre-cut
fabric back and insert the Paddle Handle into the mounting plate so that the latch mechanism is inside of the vehicle. Align the four holes
in the Paddle Handle Assembly with the four holes in the mounting plate. Use a pointed tool to punch four holes in the fabric to match the
holes in the Paddle Handle and the mounting plate. Insert four #10-24 Truss Head Machine Screws  from the outside and secure them
with #10-24 Locknuts. Do not fully tighten the screws at this time. Trim the excess fabric around the Paddle Handle. Repeat for both
lower doors.

Step Three
INSTALL LOWER DOORS

Hold the door straight out from the vehicle
with the hinge pins over the body hinges.
Lower the pins into the hinges. Make sure that
the pins are fully inserted into the body
hinges. Close the door and check all sides to
make sure that it fits properly against the
body.

Note: Remove the black protective covers from the pins before installing the doors.

p lie rs to  b ring  the  sid e s b a c k into
p a ra lle l.  Re turn slid e r to  the
e nd  of the  zip p e r in the
no rma l O p e n p osition.
Sq ue e ze  lig htly a t first a nd
te st the  zip p e r.  If the  zip p e r
c o ntinue s to  re ma in o p e n sq ue e ze  more
firmly with the  p lie rs a nd  try the  zip p e r a g a in.
Re p e a t this p ro c e d ure  until the  zip p e r
o p e ra te s c o rre c tly.

Rip s in the  fa b ric  ma y b e  re p a ire d  with Bo nd e x¨  iro n on p a tc he s.  Iron the  p a tc he s to
the  Insid e  of the  fa b ric , c a re fully fo llo wing  the  Bo nd e x¨  instruc tions.
