Lower your soft top or remove your hardtop panels before starting this installation. 

Locate the wiring harness attached to the Overhead Console. Hold the console 
and pull down gently on the header molding to tuck the end of the wire harness 
under the molding running toward the driver’s side of the vehicle. Let the console 
hang in place.

Use a phillips screwdriver 
to remove the screw that 
secures the driver’s side 
Sun Visor. Set the visor 
and screw aside to be 
reinstalled later.

Route the wiring harness from the 
sport bar down along the A-Pillar and 
under the dash into the footwell.

Continue to route the wiring 
harness through the fi rewall and 
into the engine compartment.

Position Center Mount Plate

Place the Center Mount Plate between the windshield and the sport bar in the 
center of the vehicle. Slip the straight end of the Center Mount Plate between 
the windshield frame and the header molding with the cutout centered around 
the footman loop and rest the curved end on the sport bar.

Cut Sport Bar Pad
Unzip the cover on the sport bar that runs across the vehicle and remove the sport 
bar pad. Mark 5" on each side of the center of the pad and cut a 1" x 10" piece 
from the front and rear side of the pad. Replace the pad and close the zipper.

You may tuck the wiring harness into the pad to protect it during the 
next steps.

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Install Garage Door Opener in Console

Separate the self-adhesive hook 
strip from the loop on each side of 
the opening inside the Overhead 
Console. Peel the backing off the 
hook strips and press them on your 
garage door opener on each side of 
the operating button. Press the hook 
strip against the loop strip to secure 
the opener in the console with the 
button aligned with the hole.

Use a Nut Driver to install Self Drilling Screws in the two holes in the Center 
Mount Plate to secure it to the sport bar. If you do not have a Nut Driver, drill a 
1/8" pilot hole and use a 5/16" socket to install the screws.
