Measure from the inside edge of the windshield
frame to the inside edge of the tailgate. This
measurement should be 83-3/4" — 84" or the top
will not fit or function properly. If the measurement
is slightly more than 84" the tension from the top
may pull it into position. If the measurement is less
than 83-3/4", loosen the bolts on both sides of the
windshield frame, place shims under the frame and
re-tighten the bolts.

Orient the left and right bow assembly halves on
the vehicle. Lay the bows down on top of the body.
Start the male end of the Top (Front) Bow into the
female end. Push the bow halves together until they
are fully engaged. Slide the foam pieces on the bow
together. Then start the male end of the Bottom
(Rear) Bow into the female end and push the bow
halves together until they are fully engaged.

o Install Bow Assembly

Lay the bows on the rear of the vehicle with the
mounts over the remaining holes in the Side Belt
Rails. Secure the front hole in the bow mount with a
14 x 1/2" Pan Head Sheet Metal Screw in the hole
drilled in the vehicle in Step Seven. Then rotate the
bows forward and install a 5/16-18 x 1" Screw with
5/16" Washer and a 5/16" Tapping Plate in the rear
hole in the mount.

@ Snap to Windshield

Snap the corners of the Top to the studs on each
side of the windshield frame.

If your vehicle does not have snaps

NOTE on the windshield frame, rub chalk on
the snaps on the inside of the top to mark the stud
locations. Press the snaps against the body. The
chalk will leave marks for the Body Stud locations.
Center punch the marks and drill a 3/32" hole at
each marked location. Install a Body Stud with a #6
x 3/8" Sheet Metal Screw at each location. Snap
the top to the studs.
If your vehicle already has snaps on the wind-
shield frame, they may need to be relocated. The
position of the snaps may fit a previous top that was
not a Bestop® top.

Open the tailgate and orient the Rear Window with
the zippers toward the top and the vinyl side out.
Zip the window to the Top. Close the top zipper
completely and closing the side zippers about 3".

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Care and Maintenance of your Bestop Product

Your Bestop product is made of the finest materials available. To keep it looking new and for the maximum possible wear, it will need
periodic cleaning and maintenance.

Fabric: The fabric should be washed often using soap, warm water and a soft bristle brush Rinse with clear water to remove all traces
of soap. Bestop recommends using Bestop Cleaner (part no. 11201-00) and Bestop Protectant (part no.11202-00) for Vinyl fabric and
Bestop Twill Protectant (part no. 11207-00) for Twill fabric. Bestop Cleaner and Bestop protectant are specially formulated to provide a
total cleaning and protection system. Bestop Cleaner safely removes the toughest stains, will not harm vehicle finishes, is biodegradable
and environmentally friendly. Bestop Protectant protects against UV-fading, cracking and hardening, and repels dust, grease, dirt and
mildew.

Windows: Keep windows clean to avoid scratching. DO NOT use a brush on the windows! Wash with a water-soaked cloth or sponge
and a mild dishwashing detergent. Bestop recommends Bestop Vinyl Window Cleaner (part no. 11203-00), which safely cleans and
protects vinyl windows and helps prevent UV damage. NEVER WIPE THE WINDOWS WHEN THEY ARE DRY. Be careful when cleaning
snow or frost from the vinyl windows since they are easily scratched and may crack at low temperatures. DO NOT roll the sides or rear
window in cold weather. The windows become stiff and will crack. Cracks caused by misuse in cold temperatures are not covered under
warranty.

Water: Seeping through at the seams may be stopped by applying 3-M Scotchgard® on the inside of the seams.

Snaps: Keep snaps cleaned and lubricated with silicone to help prevent snaps from sticking to the studs. If a snap does become stuck
to a stud, use a screwdriver and GENTLY pry apart to prevent permanent damage to the snap or the top fabric.

Zippers: Keeping zippers cleaned and lubricated with Bestop's Zipper Cleaner @ Normal Slder-
